This month has seen a steady decline in the
number of fish being caught as winter sets in and the water temperature
drops. Nevertheless on the last day of the Manor Fisheries season; Aaron
Harnett defied the weather on the 21% November and using halibut pellet
bait successfully landed a 24lb mirror.

The lakes have frozen early this winter (on the weekend of the 27/28™) and
this is possibly signaling a long cold period. Manor Fisheries will nhow close
until Saturday 26™ February 2011 when the water will once again begin to
become warmer. To avoid disappointment it is advisable to book early for
2011 and Tickets are now available but strictly via pre booking as swims
are limited to ensure plenty of space for each angler.

Please remember that 24 Hour Fishing is available only to NIGHT FISHING MEMBERS and strictly by
arrangement having first participated in a separate day fishing session. The coming weeks are not only an
opportunity to overhaul tackle for next year but also time to apply and become a “2011 NIGHT FISHING

completed Form per angler to Manor Fisheries.
