Manor Fisheries is now CLOSED though “Bookings
are now being taken for 2012 noting we OPEN again on Saturday 3 March 2012. Your ideas and
suggestions are welcomed and we will try to incorporate some for 2012.

With winter rapidly approaching several Greylag and Canadian Geese have now reappeared together with
a pair of Coots. Just waiting for the Swans to return and next Spring should see many new “hatchings”,
including Moorhens and Kingfishers.

The table below provides a 2010 and 2011 month-by-month (April to October) summary of the larger
Catfish caught from Lake 2. The increase in Catfish catches of 407% (for 30lbs+) and 67% (for 40lbs+)
is probably due to a number of factors but not least their continued g-r-o-w-t-h. Who during 2012 will be
the first to land one of 50lbs+?
